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If you are concerned about the cost of LASIK surgery, here’s a useful comparison 
between LASIK costs and the costs of wearing glasses and/or contacts. 

LASIK GLASSES CONTACTS 

One-Time Fee:* 
Average cost for LASIK (nationally): 
$4,500, both eyes, one-time cost 
Plus, after LASIK, you will no 
longer need to pay for expensive 
prescription glasses, contacts and 

Prescription Glasses: 
$320 every two years 

Prescription Sunglasses: 
$270 every two years 

Contacts: 
$48 per month 

Contact Supplies: 
$12 per month 

prescription sunglasses. 

*Note: At Eye Consultants of Pennsylvania, 
the cost for LASIK is much lower than the 
national average. Ask for the details. 

Average annual cost: $295 Average annual cost: $720 

Average annual cost of wearing contacts and glasses: $1,015 

30-year cost: $4,500

Average 30-year cost of wearing contacts and glasses: $30,450
